Family Questions: The Following 4 questions and answers are to be taught to 
your children this week. Apply Deuteronomy 11:19 and constantly quiz them 
these next few days until they can say these from memory. At some point before 
small group read the verses attached with your child. We will discuss these in 
Small Group 

1. Who made you? Answer God. (Genesis 1:27) 

2. Why did God make you? Answer: To Glorify him and enjoy him. (1 Corinthians 
10:31)  

3. What else did God make? Answer: God made all things. (John 5:39) 

4. Why did God make all things? Answer: For his own Glory. (Revelation 4:11)  

Adult Discussion Questions: These may be used for groups with no small 
children. 

1. In verse 26, God refers to Himself as “us”. What does this tell you? 

 

2. Define in your own words, what it means to be made in the image of God. 

 

3. Why do you think God wants man to “Be fruitful and multiply?”  

 

4. What does the word “dominion” mean in verses 26, 28?  What does it mean 
that we have dominion over all the animals, fish and birds? 

 

5. What was different about what God said on day 6 when He looked at 
everything that He had made from the other days of creation?
